Members expressed support for not having any port-a-
potties on the streets on Halloween, saying that
cleaning up their sidewalks, driveways, and front steps
was a sacrifice they were willing to make to get the
message out that it will not be Halloween as usual in
the Castro this year or in future years. Strong support
was voiced for maximum Police, Sheriff, Fire, DPW,
and DPT personnel in the neighborhood to address
crowd control and other safety issues. Many members

Does our neighborhood want or need any more bars or
retail liquor stores? If a new restaurant opens that sells
alcohol, should at least 50% of its revenue come from
food sales and should the food be cooked and served on
the premises? Do we want any more fast food
restaurants? Coffee shops? Do we want a public parking
garage? If a gas station closes, should another open?

The regulations determining the kinds of businesses
permitted in the Castro Street/Upper Market Street
Commercial District are being reviewed and revised. At
our September 20 meeting, EVPA’s Planning Committee
will make recommendations to General Membership
regarding the questions posed in the previous paragraph.
Other organizations, including The Merchants of Upper
Market and Castro Street, the Duboce Triangle
Neighborhood Association, The Castro/Upper Market
Community Benefits making
recommendations to the San Planning
Department about the retail businesses they want in our
neighborhood.  Therefore, it is important that EVPA’s
preferences on this significant matter be articulated.
Please attend the meeting to make your voice heard.
